	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is an appeal of the December 14, 2007 decision of the Planning Commission to approve Major Use Permit P06-011 for a wireless telecommunication facility consisting of three panel antennas attached to a 50-foot faux cypress. The project was continued from the Board of Supervisors hearing of March 26, 2008 (4). The Board requested that County Counsel review the lease between the property owners and Cricket to determine whether the lease assumes the County will approve the Major Use Permit for the wireless telecommunication facility, and whether the new buyers of the property agreed to the lease permitting Cricket’s use of the property as a wireless telecommunication facility.  The Board also requested that the Department of Environmental Health look into any potential environmental impacts associated with vaulting the equipment.
The project proposal consists of the construction and operation of an unmanned wireless telecommunication facility.  The project proposes to construct a 50-foot faux cypress tree with antennas and an associated equipment shelter.  Three panel type antennas will be mounted to the proposed faux cypress tree.  The proposed project is located at 1245 Park Hill Lane in the North County Metro Subregional Planning area.

ADOPT RESOLUTION OF INTENTION TO VACATE A PORTION OF CAMINO CANADA ROAD IN THE LAKESIDE AREA (VACATION NO. 2007-0171) (District: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate the public interest in a portion of Camino Canada Road in the Lakeside area.  The area proposed for vacation is a triangular strip of land approximately 720 feet in length that tapers in width from 0 feet to 17 feet.  This strip of excess right-of-way lies outside the paved roadway and shoulder.  The County will attempt to sell this parcel with proceeds estimated at $28,000 going to the Road Fund upon its sale.  The area is adjacent to Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 400-130-40 and 41 (Thomas Guide page 1232, E-7).

On March 26, 2008 (13) the Board of Supervisors directed public notice of a hearing for May 7, 2008.  The request today, after public testimony, is to consider adopting a resolution to vacate a portion of Camino Canada Road.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The applicant will pay the cost to process the requested vacation.  The estimated cost is $2,500, which the applicant has placed on deposit with the County.

	MCCLELLAN-PALOMAR AIRPORT – AMENDMENTS TO AVIATION LEASES WITH PALOMAR AIRPORT FUEL LLC AND PALOMAR AIRPORT CENTER LLC (District: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, (Thomas Guide page 1127, 3-D) is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County. It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate and general aviation communities and is home to 331 aircraft.

On December 11, 2002 (13), the Board approved new 30-year aviation leases with Palomar Airport Center LLC and Palomar Airport Fuel LLC at McClellan-Palomar Airport.   These operations are both owned by the same owners.  On December 6, 2006 (6), the Board approved amendments for all five Palomar Airport Center/Fuel Leases.  

This is a request to approve a second amendment to one of the leases with Palomar Airport Center LLC. The amendment will increase monthly rent derived from the leasehold based on current market rent.  

In addition, this is a request to approve a corrected and superseding first amendment with Palomar Airport Fuel LLC.  The superseding first amendment will make a name correction to the lease, from Palomar Airport Center LLC to Palomar Airport Fuel LLC.  It will also set the monthly rent at current market rent rate.

Both amendments will be effective June 11, 2008.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in $600 additional revenue to County’s Airport Enterprise Fund in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  The funding source is rental payments from the lessee under terms of the amended lease agreements.  Total revenue for these two leaseholds will be $37,860 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and approximately $48,048 in Fiscal Year 2008-09 and subsequent years.  The amended leases will require no additional staff years.

	ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT TO REMOVE AND REPLACE CONCRETE CURBS, GUTTERS, SIDEWALKS, AND CONSTRUCT CURB RAMPS ALONG VARIOUS COUNTY MAINTAINED ROADS (Districts: 1, 2, 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This annual construction project will contribute to the revitalization of surrounding areas by improving pedestrian safety and street drainage.  The improvements included in this contract will be performed in various communities in unincorporated San Diego County.

This is a request for approval to advertise and award to the lowest responsible bidder, a contract to remove and replace damaged curbs, gutters, sidewalks, driveway approaches, and cross gutters, and to construct curb ramps.  Bid packages have been structured with a base bid consisting of the minimum number of locations and additive alternates, which are clusters of locations that can be added to the contract if bid prices favor doing so. Total cost, including contingency, shall not exceed $400,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007-08 Detailed Work Program. The funding source is gas tax revenue ($400,000).  If approved, current year cost will be $400,000 with no subsequent year cost and no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15301 of the State CEQA Guidelines.

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401, et seq. of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for subject public works project.

3. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract in accordance with Board Policy F-41.
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
