SUMMARY OF ORDINANCE:  The project is an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to make various minor revisions and clarifications.  It would make the Ordinance inapplicable to the County during declared emergency recovery efforts, add Emergency Shelters as an allowed use, make miscellaneous minor additions to the definitions, add exceptions to height limitations for fire protection services and wireless telecommunication facilities, amend temporary use regulations to allow seasonal sales of pumpkins and Christmas trees, allow recycling of wood and green materials outside of an enclosed building, and make minor modifications and clarifications to other regulations; POD 09-009.
ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW:  A Negative Declaration has been prepared for this project and is on file at the Department of Planning and Land Use.  
PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION:  On December 18, 2009 (Item 5), the Planning Commission, by a vote of 6 in favor, 0 opposed, and 1 absent, took action to recommend that the Board of Supervisors make the above CEQA determinations and adopt the subject ordinance.
