SUMMARY OR ORDINANCE: The proposed ordinance amends Section 731 and repeals Article XVIIIa, Sections 348-349.5, of the Administrative Code. Section 731 will be amended to reduce the membership of the San Diego County Palomar Airport Advisory Committee from 11 to 9 members and to remove reference to appointments which were formerly made by the Third Supervisoral District but which are now made by the Fifth Supervisorial District. Article XVIIIa, Sections 348-349.5, will be repealed in its entirety to eliminate the Grazing Advisory Board which is no longer required as a result of the lack of grazing leases on public lands in the County of San Diego. 
ENVIROMENTAL REVIEW: It is recommended that the adoption of this Ordinance be determined to be exempt from environmental review under Section 15061(b)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines.
