PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  This is an appeal of the December 18, 2009 Planning Commission decision on the proposed Resolution Amendment.  The Commission determined to approve amendments allowing the onsite segment of Pepper Tree Lane to be improved as a temporary road with a surface consisting only of approved base materail, and updating the stormwater compliance condition.  The Commission determined to deny the applicant’s request to delete Condition C.2.c(3) of TM4713RPL6R and replace it with a new Condition C.2.d(4).  

The applicant’s proposed revision would delay the timing for constructing or entering into a secured agreement to construct the onsite Pepper Tree Lane improvements (bridge construction), from Unit 8 to Unit 9 or 10.      

LOCATION:  The project is located at the northern portion of the Peppertree Park Specific Plan Area approximately 640 feet east of South Mission Road within the Fallbrook Community Planning Area.  

ENVIRONMENTAL STATUS:  The project will rely on a previously certified Environmental Impact Report dated August 8, 1991and Addendums thereto, dated October 14, 2005 and October 18, 2007 on file with DPLU as Environmental Review Number 87-02-106E and 87-02-106D, respectively.
