APPOINTED BY AND

MEMBERSHIP

COMPOSITION:
The Board of Retirement shall consist of nine members and one alternate as follows:

One shall be the County Treasurer.

The Second and Third Members of the Board shall be members of the Association, other than Safety Members, elected by such Members.

The Fourth, Fifth, Sixth and Ninth Members shall be qualified electors of the County who are not connected with the County government in any capacity, except one may be a Supervisor, and shall be appointed by the Board of Supervisors.  A Supervisor appointed as a member of the Retirement Board shall not serve beyond his or her term of office as Supervisor.  

The Seventh Member shall be a Safety member of the Association elected by the Safety Members.  

The Eighth Member shall be a Retired Member elected by the Retired Members of the Association.  
The Alternate 7th Member position was added effective August 17, 2004. The alternate shall be a Safety Member from a statutory category not represented by the candidate who wins the overall safety member election to the Board of Retirement. The Alternate Safety Member votes as a member of the Board of Retirement in the absence or vacancy in office of the Second, Third, or Seventh Member.
The Alternate 8th Member position was added effective March 7, 2002.  The alternate shall be a Retired Member elected by the Retired Members of the Association and will vote as a member of the Board only in the event the 8th Retired Member is absent from the Board for any cause.  The alternate would also fill a vacancy in the 8th Member position.

The Alternate 7th Member shall sit on the Retirement Board in place of the Seventh Member when a Member of the same service is before the Board for determination of his retirement. 
TERMS:
The terms of elected, appointed and alternate members are three years.

Seat One, the Treasurer-Tax Collector, term of office expire with his or her term of office as a Treasurer-Tax Collector.

Seat Two, Three, Four, Five, Seven, Eight and Nine expire June 30 every three years.


Seats Six and Seven terms begin January 1st and expire December 31st of the year every three years.

SECTION 3.6.6: BOARD OF RETIREMENT. Commencing fiscal year 1994-95, Compensation shall be the amount established by the Board of Retirement pursuant to article XVI, Section 17 of the California Constitution; provided, however, that the compensation shall not be in an amount greater than the maximum amount of compensation established by Government Code Section 21521.
