Both the Investigative and Law Clerk Internship programs offer an opportunity for students to see first hand how the criminal justice system works. The Client Advocacy Network (CAN) program provides mature mentors to assist juveniles in completing their conditions of probations and parents in completing their reunification plans in order to reunite with their children taken out of their custody due to abuse or neglect. Mentors encourage kids to stay in school, stay out of trouble, gangs and any other violent or self-destructive behaviors. Mentors encourage programs such as parenting classes, therapy, drug, alcohol and violence prevention, etc. designed to help them become safe and reliable parents. The department is looking to expand this program by recruiting additional community volunteers and applying for more grants.
