A Day in the Country

The campground consists of 86 individual
sites, 58 of which have water and el ectrical
hookups and are comfortably situated in a
grove of majestic oaks.

Even if you are not
camping, you can drop in for apicnic lunch
and short hike. Trout fishing is excellent in
winter, and bass start biting in spring (the
current lake record for bassisa 19 Ib.

Spring and summer are also good for
panfish. Bring your own boat or rent one of
ours.

Only minutes away from
Lake Morena Regional Park is Campo, where
you can discover local history in the Campo
Stone Store or take an exciting train ride
through the rugged backcountry.
